WASHINGTON — Steve
Bannon, the blunt-spoken
and divisive strategist who
rose from Donald Trump’s
conservative campaign to a
top White House post, was
pushed out by the president
Friday, capping a turbu-
lent seven months marked
by the departure of much
of Trump’s original senior
staff.

The former leader of con-
servative Breitbart News
and a favorite in the far-
ther-right portions of the
Republican Party, Bannon
had pushed Trump to follow
through on some of his most
contentious campaign
promises including his travel
ban for some foreigners and
his decision to pull out of
the Paris climate change
agreement. He returned to
Breitbart News as execu-
tive chairman and chaired
the Friday evening edito-
rial meeting, the news site
announced.

Barely more than a half-
year in, Trump now has
forced out his hardline
national security adviser, his
chief of staff, his press sec-
retary (whose last day will
be Aug. 31) and two com-
munications directors — in
addition to the FBI director
he inherited from Barack
Obama.

Bannon’s departure is
especially significant since
he was viewed by many as
Trump’s connection to his
base of most-committed
voters and the protector of
the disruptive, conserva-
tive agenda that propelled
the celebrity businessman
to the White House.

“It’s a tough pill to swal-
low if Steve is gone because
you have a Republican West
Wing that’s filled with gen-
erals and Democrats,” said
former campaign strate-
gist Sam Nunberg, shortly
before the news of Bannon’s
departure broke. “It would
feel like the twilight zone.”

From Breitbart, there
was a dramatic one-word
warning.

“#WAR,” tweeted Joel
B. Pollak, a senior editor at
large at the news site.

I n d e e d ,  B a n n o n ’ s
nationalistic, outsider
conservatism served as a
guiding force for Trump’s
rise to office. He injected
a dark populism into the
campaign and sharpened

99.9 percent of incoming 
light from the sun.

At the peak of the eclipse 
in New York, about 70 
percent of the sun will be 
covered by the moon. A 
live feed of totality, where 
the sun is 100 percent 
covered, will be available 
for viewing in the Kelly 
Lounge.

Dann said wearing spe-
cialized eclipse glasses 
are absolutely required 
when viewing it. These 
glasses have been flying 
off of shelves in stores and 
online. 

“You should not look 
at the eclipse at anytime 
with your naked eye here 
in New York ,” she said. 

“Even that little bit, that 30 
percent of the sun, will still 
burn your retina, will still 
damage your eye, possibly 
for life. So you don’t want 
to do that at all.”

Even while wearing 
the glasses, staring at 
the eclipse for extended 
periods of time is   not 
recommended. 

And despite that the day 
will be reduced to twilight 
for a few hours beginning 
around 1 p.m. Monday, 
regular sunglasses are not 
going to cut it when trying 
to view the eclipse.

“No sunglasses,” Dann 
said. “Sunglasses are not 
good. You think they block 
out a lot, but if you look 
through eclipse glasses, 
you know that’s blocking 
out everything. Sunglasses 
are no good; naked eye is 

no good at any time.”
For those who wish to 

view the eclipse from the 
observatory, it will be 
open from 12:30-4 p.m. 
Monday, weather permit-
ting. All are welcome to 
attend.

“ W e  h a v e n ’ t  h a d  a 
total solar eclipse cross-
ing the country in about 
40 years,” Dann said. 
“Because we haven’t had it 
in such a long time, and it’s 
such a widely spread thing 
— anybody can see it — it’s 
really exciting.”

The next solar eclipse 
visible from North America 
is expected to take place in 
2024.

In the 2024 eclipse, the 
path of totality, where the 
sun is blocked completely, 
will pass through western 
New York.

its attacks on Democrat 
Hillary Clinton, encour-
aging Trump’s instinct to 
fight and counter-punch at 
every turn. When the release 
of a 2005 tape, in which 
Trump can be heard boast-
ing about groping women, 
threatened to capsize the 
Republican’s campaign, 
B a n n o n  a t t e m p t e d  t o 
turn the tables by gather-
ing a group of women who 
accused Bill Clinton of 
sexual assault and trying 
to ambush the Democratic 
nominee at a general elec-
tion debate.

Without him, Trump’s 
a g e n d a  i s  l e f t  i n  t h e 
hands of more moder-
ate advisers, including his 
son-in-law, his daughter 

and his economic adviser 
whom Bannon has slammed 
as “globalist.”

But Bannon was also 
accused by many of his crit-
ics of leaking to reporters in 
a bid for self-promotion, 
and egging on Trump’s 
most damaging impulses.

Trump spokeswoman 
Sarah Huckabee Sand-
ers said Bannon and Chief 
of Staff John Kelly, only 
recently installed himself, 
had agreed that Friday 
would be Bannon’s last day.

“We are grateful for his 
service and wish him the 
best,” she said in the only 
statement from the White 
House.

A combative and unorth-
odox Republican, Bannon 
was a contentious presence 
in a White House divided 
by warring staff loyal-
ties. He repeatedly clashed 

with other top advisers,
most notably Trump’s
son-in-law, Jared Kush-
ner. His puppet-master
image also drew the ire
of the president, who at
times bristled at the per-
ception that Bannon was
the mastermind of his
winning campaign and the
force behind White House
policies.

One person close to
Bannon said he had offered
his resignation to Trump
on Aug. 7. It was to go into
effect a week later, the one-
year anniversary of when he
officially joined Trump’s
presidential campaign. But
the departure was delayed
after the violence in Char-
lottesville, Virginia, said
the person, who spoke
only on condition of ano-
nymity to discuss private
conversations.
